The Limits of Water Baptism

sin, or produce regeneration or justification, but it
is the sign that these things have been already
done by God and received by faith alone.

Theme: In view of the biblical teaching on the
New Covenant and water baptism, only those
who have personally professed faith in Christ
should be water baptized.

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Baptism - Immersed Into Christ

Theme: Because of the meaning of ‘baptism’
and especially the symbolism of being placed in,
buried, raised, and clothed with Christ, full
immersion is the best mode for water baptism.
