Restoration & Return

Theme: The story celebrates the coming of Christ to
fully restore us to God, bringing us home from exile and
placing us under God’s blessing again.

Text: Mark 1:1-5
Response: Prayer
Benediction: Deuteronomy 1:11

Teaching keywords: Advent and Christmas, salvation
and deliverance, blessing, community



V. The Story Comes To Life

A. Theme: In the Incarnation of Christ, the story came to
life, as Our Creator came to us in our exile to redeem,
deliver, and restore us to His full blessing.

Response: Silent Night Candle lighting

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Teaching keywords: Advent and Christmas, incarnation,
2nd Adam; redemption, forgiveness; salvation and
